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A new Buddha statue was unearthed
from the trench in front of the Buddha
throne on the eastern Buddhist terrace in
the 13th investigation in December 2010.
Only the head part of the Buddha statue
was recovered, which was similar
situation to the finding in the 11th
investigation. Further excavation was
carried out beneath the layer, and then
remain of wooden post was discovered. It
1s a rare case that an organic material like
wooden post 1is preserved in an
archaeological context in the environment
of high temperature and high humidity in
Cambodia. The post is supposed to have
been a pillar directly embedded in the
ground without a foundation stone, and
belonged to the wooden building erected
on the eastern Buddhist terrace. A number
of roof tiles were also recovered from the
trench, which are likely to be derived from
the roof of the building on the terrace. The
wooden post was carefully excavated and
recovered, and moved to laboratory for
conservation treatment.
