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Launching Reassembling of the Southern
Sanctuary, Western Prasat Top
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We have finally commenced the reassembling of the
Southern Sanctuary of Western Prasat Top in September
2014. First, we laid down consolidated soil to protect the
stone lines that were discovered in the basement (see
article in Newsletter No. 10: September 2014), and after
leveling the soil, we proceeded to place the stones of the
bottommost tier of the Southern Sanctuary on the soil.

To efficiently manage the stone elements of the
Southern Sanctuary, each tier of stones in the stone
masonry has been given a sequential number. Stone
elements of the topmost tier are referred to as N1, and
those of the bottommost tier are referred to as N25 (see
the bottom figure on p. 2). After reassembling the
bottommost N25 tier (see the top figure on p. 3), we
halted our work until the beginning of the dry season,
and recommenced the reassembling of tiers N24 and up
in December.

As of February 2015, tiers up to N21 have been
reassembled (see the bottom figure on p. 3). At the same
time as reassembling the stone elements, the inside of
the foundation will be filled with consolidated soil to
stabilize the foundation structure.

If the reassembling work proceeds smoothly, the
entire reassembling of the Southern Sanctuary will be
completed during the first half of 2015. Thereafter, we
plan to embark on the restoration of the Northern
Sanctuary, which displays a marked state of collapse.
